Registration is on a first come 	
        first serve basis.
5.     Competition is restricted to the first fifteen (15) contestants to register on Wednesday 	
        and Thursday.  If there are more than 15 contestants on any one night, sponsors                   	
        reserve the right to render a decision as to the participation of those potential
        contestants.  They may be added to that night’s competition or referred to the second    	
        night of competition.
6.     There are two nights (Wednesday & Thursday) of qualification.  Top five from each  	    
        night will go to the finals.  Competition will begin at 7:30 p.m. on qualifying nights.     	
        First five at 7:30 and sets of five at every band break.
7.     Final competition (top five from qualification nights) will take place in the 
        Budweiser Pavilion on Saturday of the annual Kankakee County Fair.

8.     Contestants will be judged on a point system in three categories: Appearance, Vocal 	      	
        and Originality.

10.   Grand Prize Winners from prior year Kankakee County Fair Karaoke Competition 	    	
        are not eligible to compete (cannot win two years in a row.)
